	___ Precipitation
	A. A geologic formation (underground), where spaces in rock allows storage or easy flow of groundwater. 

	___ Condensation
	B. Water that saturates (fills) spaces in soil or rock underground. The upper surface of saturated ground is called the water table.

	___ Evaporation
	C. The movement of water through the openings in rock or soil.

	___ Transpiration
	D. Water that falls from the atmosphere to Earth as rain, snow, hail, sleet, dew, & frost.

	___ Aquifer
	E. Water that is on the Earth's surface, such as in a stream, river, lake, or reservoir.

	___ Surface water
	F. The process of water vapor in the air turning into liquid water.

	___ Ground water
	G. Evaporation of water into the atmosphere from the leaves of plants.

	___ Infiltration
	H. The process of liquid water becoming water vapor.

	___ Vapor
	I. The flow of water from the land surface into the ground.

	___ Percolation
	J. The gas phase of water. It is invisible water molecules in the atmosphere.
